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PEEFACE. 

Thib  volume  of  tho  Catalogae  of  Greek  coins  (the  twenty-fifth  of  the 

series  begun  in  1873)  deals  with  the  coins  of  the  eastern  portion  of 

the  Boman  Province  of  Asia,  anciently  known  as  Phrygia,  and 

completes  the  Catalogue  of  all  the  coins  of  Asia  Minor  at  present 

in  the  British  Museum. 

In  1878^  when  the  first  volume  of  the  Catalogue  of  Greek  Coins 

was  published,  the  collection  of  Phrygian  Coins  in  the  Museum  was 

a  small  one,  consisting  only  of  about  700  specimens,  as  against 

1636  described  by  Mionnet.  The  late  M.  W.-H.  Waddington, 

specially  interested  as  he  was  in  the  coinage  of  Asia  Minor, 

often  impressed  upon  me  the  advisability  of  adding  largely  to 

the  Phrygian  series  before  undertaking  to  catalogue  it.  To 

bring  it  up  to  the  required  level  has  since  been  an  object  I 

have  kept  in  view  in  selecting  coins  for  purchase^  and,  as  will 

be  seen  from,  the  following  pages^  I  am  now  at  last  able  to 

catalogue  no  less  than  2148  coins. 

The  various  sources  from  which  all,  or  nearly  all,  the  speci- 

mens have  passed  into  the  British  Museum  are  noted  in  square 

brackets. 

I  have  endeavoured,  in  the  Introduction,  as  in  my  previous 

volume,  *  Lydia'  to  give  under  each  city  a  list,  as  nearly 

complete  as  possible,  of  the  magistrates'  names  recorded  on  the

coins,  with  their  various  titles^  in  approximate  chronological 

order.  For  the  names  of  magistrates  not  in  the  Maseum 

collection  I  am  indebted  chiefly  to  Imboof-Blomer's  Kleinasiatische 

Miinzen  (1902),  and  to  Babelon's  Inventaire  de  la  Collection 
Waddington. 

The  Map  which  accompanies  the  yolume  shows  in  red  letters 

the  positions  of  the  Phrygian  cities  which  issued  coins,  in  so  far  as 

their  sites  have  been  fixed  by  travellers. 

In  the  revision  of  the  work  I  have  had  the  constant  assistance 

of  Mr.  G.  F.  Hill,  who  has  also  been  kind  enough  to  compile 

for  me  the  long  Indexes  of  Magistrates'  Names  on  Autonomous 
and  Imperial  coins. 

In  bringing  to  a  conclusion  this  volume,  the  last  which  (in 

view  of  my  retirement  next  month  from  the  Keepership  of  the 

Department  of  Coins  and  Medals)  I  shall  be  privileged  to 

compile,  or  be  officially  responsible  for,  I  desire  to  express  my 

deep  sense  of  obligation,  both  to  my  own  colleagues  and  to  the 

numerous  scholars^  both  British  and  foreign,  whose  works  I  have 

referred  to  in  the  footnotes.

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INTRODUCTION. 

Thi  coins  described  in  the  present  yolume  of  the  Catalogue  of 

Greek  Coins  in  the  British  Mnseum  belong  to  the  eastern  portion 

of  the  Roman  Province  of  Asia  known  generally^  both  before  and 

after  the  constitution  of  that  Province^  as  Phrygia.  Phrygia 

may  be  roughly  compared  in  extent  with  Scotland.  It  consists 

for  the  most  part  of  a  net-work  of  elevated  river-valleys  and  plains 

averaging  some  2000  to  8000  ft.  above  sea  level,  separated  from 

one  another  by  highlands  and  mountain  ranges,  which  occasionally 

attain  heights  of  6000  or  even  8000  ft. 

The  towns  are  naturally  confined  to  the  lower  levels,  and  thus 

sometimes  fall  into  groups  such  as  that  of  the  five  cities  commonly 

called  the  Phrygian  Pentapolis,  N.  of  Apameia.  In  nearly  all  cases 

the  ancient  trade-routes  from  east  to  west  and  from  north  to  south 

were  the  lines  along  which  the  towns  were  planted. 

Before  the  expedition  of  Alexander  and  the  subsequent  gradual 

Hellenization  of  the  rude  peoples  of  Central  Asia  Minor,  a  native 

coinage  in  these  regions  was  non-existent,  though  the  Persian 

darics  and  sigloi  may  perhaps  have  been  current  along  the  more 

frequented  routes  from  Syria,  through  the  Cilician  Gates  and 

along  the  river-valleys  of  Phrygia  and  Lydia  to  the  Greek  ports 
on  the  western  sea-board.  It  was  not  until  Greek  and  Mace- 

donian settlements  had  been  planted  here  and  there  by  the 

Seleucid  and  Attalid  kings  in  eager  rivalry  with  one  another 

that  coinage  began  to  come  into  general  use,  and  it  was  not  until 
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after  the  defeat  of  Antiochus  at  Magnesia  in  190  B.c.^  when  the 

greater  part  of  Western  Asia  Minor  was  assigned  to  the  kingdom 

of  Pergamum/  that  Gistophoric  mints  were  established  at  Laodieeia 

and  Apameia.  Afterwards,  when  the  administration  of  the  conntrj 

was  taken  over  by  the  Romans  in  133  B.C.,  Synnada,  as  a  convenient 

station  on  the  road  through  Phrygia  and  Pisidia  to  Cilicia,  was 

also  promoted  to  the  rank  of  a  Gistophoric  mint.  The  Alexandrine 

tetradrachms  of  this  period  which  Miiller  (nos.  1 178-1195)  assigned 

to  Philomelium,  on  the  eastern  highway  to  Iconium,  belong  more 

probably  to  Phaselis  on  the  coast  of  Lycia,  as  Imhoof  {KL  M.^  308) 

has  pointed  out.  The  only  other  Phrygian  city  which  struck  silver 

coins  in  pre-impericj  times  was  Gibyra,  which  was  allowed  to  retain 

its  independence  under  its  native  dynasts  down  to  84  B.C. 

Including  the  above-mentioned  cities,  there  were  in  all  about  a 

score  of  towns  in  which  autonomous  bronze  coins  were  occasionally 

struck  in  the  course  of  the  2nd  or  1st  centnry  B.C.  These  were 

either  the  chief  halting  stations  on  the  various  trade-routes,  or 

towns  in  the  immediate  neighbourhood  of  famous  sanctuaries,  such 

as  Hierapolis,  Dionysopolis,  and  Hieropolis. 

Of  the  twenty  or  more  cities  of  which  occasional  issues  of  autono- 

mous bronze  coins  are  known  in  pre-imperial  times,  all,  with  the 

exception  perhaps  of  two,  Leonna  and  Sanaiis,  continued  to  strike 

money  under  the  Empire,  some  almost  continuously  down  to  the 

time  of  Gallienus,  and  others  at  rare  intervals,  but,  as  the  general 

prosperity  of  the  province  increased  under  the  organized  rule  of 

Rome,  mints  at  many  other  more  or  less  prosperous  cities  often 

sprang  into  temporary  activity.  It  would  seem,  however,  that  these 

local  issues  were,  in  general,  limited  to  special  occasions,  such  as  the 

recurrent  religious  festivals,  which  would  be  accompanied  by  costly 

games,  by  a  concourse  of  strangers  from  neighbouring  districts  and 

by  fairs  or  markets  for  the  exchange  of  commodities,  &c.,  &c. 
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At  such  times  an  additioDal  supply  of  bronze  money  would 

naturally  be  required^  and  the  cost  of  providing  it  would  have  to  be 

met  either  by  the  municipality  or  by  some  private  individual.  As 

a  general  rule  the  manicipal  bronze  coins  in  the  Province  of  Asia 

hear  simply  the  names  of  the  ordinary  chief  magistrates  for  the  time 

being,  but  Tery  frequently  the  expense  of  the  issue  was  voluntarily 

undertaken  by  some  ambitious  citizen  of  high  standing  (a/o^^tepcv?, 

'Aaidpxn^f  &c.,  &C.)  as  a  gracious  offering  (avadrj^a)  to  his  native  city. 
Such  liberal  donations  would  doubtless  be  influential  in  obtaining 

for  a  wealthy  benefactor  some  honorary  title,  such  as  (^tXoTrarpt? 

or  mo9  7r6X€a>9,  which  he  might  be  proud  of  adding  to  bis  name. 

In  other  cases  an  issue  of  coins  was  made  *  on  the  demand  of* 

{airffira^ivov)  or '  on  the  acceptance  of  a  Beport  by '  (?)  {ela^ayyeiXapro^) 
some  magistrate,  the  city  itself  apparently  bearing  the  expense,  and 

sometimes  appointing  a  special  agent  or  officer  {iTrifieXrjTifi)  to 

superintend  the  issue. 

Under  the  earlier  emperors,  as  in  the  previous  century,  the 

magistrates'  names  are  usually  in  the  nominative  case.  This  usage 
was,  however,  gradually  abandoned,  and,  from  the  time  of  the 

Flavian  emperors,  the  genitive  case,  with  or  without  iirl  (or  rarely 

TTopd)  prevails.  No  satisfactory  explanation  has  been  given  of  the 

reason  of  this  change.  Sometitnes  it  may  have  been  merely  an 

indication  of  the  date  of  the  issues,  i.e.  during  the  tenure  of  office  of 

such  and  such  a  magistrate  (Strategos,  Archon,  or  Grammateus), 

according  to  the  civic  constitutions  of  the  different  municipalities. 

In  the  case  of  issues  dedicated  to  the  city  the  magistrate's  name  is  in 
the  nominative  case  even  in  late  Imperial  times,  with  or  without  the 

addition  of  av€0f)K€.  Instances  also  occur  where  the  magistrate's 
name  is  in  the  dative  case  (see  coins  of  Synnada,  time  of  Gordian). 

The  name  of  the  Soman  Proconsul  of  the  province  is  also  sometimes 

in  the  dative  case  when  coins  are  inscribed  with  his  name.    Whether 
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in  these  exceptional  cases  the  Greek  dative  is  to  be  interpreted  as 

merely  equivalent  to  the  Latin  ablative  absolute^  or  whether  the  verb 

av€0rjK€  is  implied  is  a  doubtful  point.  It  is  reasonable  to  infer 

that,  when  the  name  of  a  Roman  Proconsul  or  other  important 

personage,  such  as  Alexander  Junior,  Agonothetes  and  Archiereus 

for  the  second  time^  on  coins  of  Synnada^  appears  in  the  dative 

case,  the  City  is  the  dedicator^  and  that^  on  the  other  hand,  when 

the  ethnic  is  in  the  dative  case,  as  on  the  coins  of  Temenothyrae, 

and  the  magistrate's  name  in  the  nominative,  the  magistrate  is  the 
dedicator  and  has  been  at  the  expense  of  the  issue  of  coins  bearing 
his  name. 

Fuller  details,  on  this  and  kindred  subjects,  which  need  not  be 

here  repeated,  will  be  found  in  my  Introduction  to  the  volume  of 

this  Catalogue  dealing  with  the  Coinage  of  Lydia.  I  proceed  there- 

fore to  give  a  brief  account  of  the  coinage  of  the  cities  of  Phrygia 

in  alphabetical  order,  accompanied  by  lists  of  all  the  magistrates' 
names  in  approximate  chronological  order,  in  so  far  as  I  have  been 

able  to.  compile  them  from  trustworthy  sources,  such  as  Dr.  F. 

Imhoof-Blumer's  invaluable  Kleinasiatische  Miinzen  and  Babelon's 

Inventaire  de  la  Collection  Waddingtoii, 

For  the  geographical  information  I  am  indebted  almost  entirely 

to  the  works  of  Prof.  W.  M.  Ramsay  and  to  those  of  Mr.  J.  G.  C. 

Anderson. 

ABBAXTAS  ICYSI. 

This  Mysian  people  occupied  a  district  in  Western  Phrygia, 

called  Abbai'tis,  of  which  Ancyra  and  Sy nails  were  the  chief  cities. 
The  coins  reading  MYZHN  ABBAITAN  were  probably  struck 

at  Ancyra.^  They  are  of  three  contemporary  denominations,  and 

belong  in  style  to  about  the  middle  of  the  2nd  century  B.C.

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The  types  of  the  three  denominations  (PI.  ii.,  nos.  1-3)  are  the 

heads  of  Zens^  HerakleSy  and  Apollo  (Chromios)/  each  with  his 

respective  symbol  on  the  rererse,  the  thunderbolt,  the  club  and 

lion-skin^  and  the  doable-axe.  The  reverse  type  of  no.  2  is 

identical  with  that  of  the  Qaarter-cistophorus  (cf.  Laodiceia,  P].  i. 

12.)  The  monogram,  M^  on  these  coins,  possibly  stands  for  some 
personal  name. 

ACCILAXUIC. 

This  town  stood  on  the  river  Tembris  or  Tembros,  east  of  Dory- 

laeam  and  Midaeam,  in  Phrygia  Epictetas.^  The  only  coins  at 

present  known  of  Accilaeam  belong  to  the  time  of  Gordian.^ 

Types :  Naked  Zens  standing ;  Goddess  seated ;  Uionysos ;  MSu  ; 

Nike ;  Tyche,  &c.     No  magistrates'  names  occar. 

ACMOKEIA. 

The  important  city  of  Acmoneia  was  situated  on  a  small  tributary 

of  the  river  Sindros  (or  Senaros  ?)  about  six  miles  W.  of  Diocleia.* 

Its  autonomous  bronze  coinage  consists  of  three  denominations 

contemporary  with  each  other,  and  belonging  apparently  to  the 

end  of  the  2nd  or  the  earlier  half  of  the  1st  cent.  B.C.  (PI.  ii.,  5-7.) 

Cf.  the  coinage  of  Apameia,  &c.  of  the  same  period  (PI.  x.).  The 

following  magistrates'  names  occur  on  the  autonomous  issues : —

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After  an  interval  Acmoneia  began  to  coin  again  under  Augustus^ 

and  continued,  on  occasion^  to  strike  Imperial  and,  rarely,  quasi- 

autonomous  coins  down  to  the  time  of  Gallienus,  but  no  magistrates' 
names  occur  on  the  coins  of  Acmoneia  after  the  time  of  Garacalla.

From   this   list   it   will  be  seen  that  in   the  Augustan  age  the 

magistrate's  name  is  in  the  nominative  case,  with  or  without  the 
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patrooymic,  and  that,  in  one  instance  the  philosophic  title  $tXaXi;- 

dif^  is  added  to  his  name  by  a  magistrate,  Mevifia-xp^^  who  was 

doubtless  an  ancestor  of  the  ypafifiaT€v<;  of  the  same  name  who  was 

in  oflBce  ander  Trajan. 

In  Nero's  time  the  formula  with  e^rt  begins. 

With  regard  to  L.  Servenius  Capito  and  Julia  Severa^  see  Bamsay.* 
It  is  almost  Certain  that  they  were  married^  and  that  the  mono- 

gram XP  stands  for  apxi^petou  not  for  apxom-tov. 
Under  Trajan,  and  again  under  Sererus  and  Caracalla,  the 

magistrate's  title  is  ypafifiarev^.  Flavius  Priscus,  the  younger 

{viov),  was  the  son  of  an  Asiarch  of  the  same  name.' 

Types.  In  the  1st  century  b.c.  the  style  and  types  of  the  coins 

are  very  similar  to  those  of  the  contemporary  issues  of  Apameia. 

(Cf.  PL  ii.  5-7  with  PI.  X.). 

The  next  issue  of  Acmoneian  coins  took  place  in  the  reign  of 

Augustus,  and  the  type,  Nike  (PI.  iii.  1),  probably  refers  to  the 

victory  at  Actium. 

Again  there  is  an  interval  until  Nero's  time,  when  two  types 
occur,  a  seated  god  resembling  Zeus,  but  differentiated  by  his 

adjunct  symbols,  owl  and  crescent  (PI.  iii.  3),  and  on  the  smaller 

denomination  a  figure  of  Artemis  huntress  (PI.  iii.  2). 

Prom  Trajan's  time  onwards  the  types  are  much  varied  :  among 

the  more  interesting  are  the  following : — River-god  (PI.  iii.  6) ; 

Horseman  with  whip  galloping  over  River-god  towards  a  rock,  on 

which  two  women  stand  with  a  flying  eagle  above  them  (no.  58  and 

PI.  iv.  6).  This  type  probably  refers  to  a  Foundation-myth,  as 

may  also  the  following  (no.  102),  Two  brother  Founders  (?)  joining 

hands  (Akmon  and  Doias  ?),  with  eagle  above  and  altar  between 

them.    A  remarkable  seated  female  figure  (PI.  iii.  11),  Aphrodite  (?)

apparently  unveiling.  Zeus  enthroned  above  two  giants  (PL  iv.  2), 

Amaltheia  or  Adrasteia  with  infant  Zeus^  and^  around,  three  Kuretes 

(PI.  iv.  4). 

AXZAKIS. 

Aezanis,  near  the  sources  of  the  Rhyndacus,  was  an  important 

city  in  the  part  of  northern  Phrygia  known  early  in  the  2nd 

cent.  B.C.  as  Phrygia  Epictetus.  This  district  comprised  the  cities 

of  Cadi,  Aezanis,  Gotiaeum,  Dorylaeum,  Midaeum,  Accilaeum 

and  Nakoleia.  Imhoof^  has  no  doubt  correctly  attributed  to 
Aezanis  the  2nd  cent,  coins  reading  EniKTHTEHN  (PL  xxvi. 

1-4),  on  which  the  magistrates'  names  are  in  monogram  or  much 
abbreviated^  with  the  single  exception  of  FAIOY  (PL  xxvi.  4). 

For  varieties  see  Imhoof,  Mon,  Gr,^  398,  and  Hunter,  ii.,  485. 

In  the  latter  half  of  the  1st  cent.  B.C.  Aezanis  issued  a  few  coins 

with  the  inscr.  EZEANITAN  (PL  v.  1,  2),  and  from  Augustus  to 

Gallienus,  Imperial  and  quasi-autonomous  coins  with  AIZANITUN 

or  AIZAN€ITnN. 

The  magistrates'  names,  usually  with  patronymic,  are  preceded 

by  iirLy  and  titles  are  occasionally  added  —  Stephanephoros,  Gram- 

mateus,  Asiarch,  First  Archon,  Strategos,  and  Archineokoros.

The  types  of  the  coins  of  Aezanis  are  very  numerous,  the  most 

characteristic  being  the  figure  of  Zeus  of  Aezanis,  standing  naked 

to  waist,  and  with  himation  over  lower  limbs  and  one  shoulder.  On  a 

coin  of  Commodus  {Invent.  Wadd.,  PI.  xv.  7)  the  city  claims  the  title 

of  Neokorate  of  this  divinity  (NCIIKOPIIN  TOY  AlOC),  and 

it  is  probably  of  the  Temple  of  Zeus  that  J.  Ulpins  Severinus,  in  the 

reign  of  Gallienus,  was  Archineokoros  or  Archiereus  and  Neokoros. 
Under  Domitian  there  was  an  issue  of  Alliance  coins  with  the 

neighbouring  city  of  Cadi  (PL  li.  1). 

ALIA. 

The  site  of  Alia,  according  to  Radet  and  Ramsay,'  was  probably 

between  Acmoneia  and  Siocharax,  near  the  modern  Islam-Keui,  on 

the  upper  course  of  the  river  Sindros  or  Senaros. 

It  would  appear  that  coins  were  only  struck  at  Alia  on  special 

occasions  in  the  reigns  of  Trajan,  M.  Aurelius,  Caracalla,  and 

Cordian.  They  are  quasi-autonomous  or  Imperial,  inscr.  AAIH- 

NUN,  and  bear  the  following  magistrates'  names : —

AMOBHTM. 

Amorinm,  an  important  city  in  far  eastern  Phrjgia,  is  one  of  the 

towns  \?hich  issued  autonomous  bronze  money  before  Imperial 

times.  Whether  this  issue  took  place  during  the  2ad  or  during 

the  1st  cent.  B.C.  is  at  present  uncertain.  These  coins  are  of  two 

contemporary  denominations  (PI.  vii.  1^  2)  and  usually  bear  two 

monograms^  or  abbreriated  magistrates'  names^  as  follows : —

During  the  reign  of  Augustus  the  magistrates'  names  are  in  the 
nominative  case.  Afterwards  the  formula  with  iirL  is  adopted.

Imhoof  has  remarked^  that  from  the  time  of  Caligula  onwards 

nearly  all  the  magistrates^  names  on  the  coins  of  Amorium  are 
Boman.  The  city,  in  an  inscription  {B.C.E.,  xix.,  555),  calls  herself 

Tj  XafiTrpoTaTT)  xal  avfifiaxo^  'PtafMauDv,  and  this  perhaps  may  account 
for  the  predominance  of  Roman  inflaence  in  the  municipal  govern- 

ment of  the  city.  Another  indication  of  Roman  proclivities  may  be 

suspected  in  two  at  least  of  the  coin-types  which  frequently  occur 

on  the  later  coins  of  Amorium,  viz.  the  eagle  on  an  altar  between 

two  Roman  military  signa  (no.  37),  and  the  two  right-hands  clasped 

over  a  cadaceus  (PI.  vii.  7),  evidently  an  Alliance  type,  referring  to 

the  claim  of  Amorium  to  be  avfifuvxp^  'Pa>fjLauov.  The  remaining 
coin -types  refer  to  the  local  religious  cults  (PL  viii.  1-8). 

ANCYSA. 

Ancyra  appears  to  have  been  the  chief  city  of  the  district 

Abbaitis  in  Western  Phrygia,  and  to  have  been  the  place  of  mintage 
in  the  2Eid  cent.  B.C.  of  the  coins  inscribed  MYZIIN  ABBAITIIN 

(see  supra^  and  PI.  ii.,  nos.  1-3). 
After  a  considerable  interval  Ancyra  began  to  strike  money  in 

her  own  name^  in  the  reign  of  Nero,  perhaps  when  the  honorary 

title  Julia  was  conferred  upon  the  city  (cf.  coin  of  Nero  and  Poppaea 

reading  lOYAI  EX2N  AN  KYPANIIN «).  The  ordinary  inscription 
on  subsequent  coins  is  simply  ANKYPANIIN. 

The  coinage  of  Ancyra,  Imperial  and  quasi-autonomous,  extends 
over  a  period  of  nearly  200  years,  from  the  reign  of  Nero  to  that  of 

the  Philips.

Among  the  types  the  most  interesting  is  the  figure  of  Zeus 

holding  an  anchor  (PI.  ix.  4).  Unless  we  are  to  suppose  that  the 

same  foundation-legend,  as  to  the  finding  of  an  anchor  by  King 

Midas,  was  localized  at  the  Phrygian  as  well  as  at  the  Galatian 

Ancyra'  (of  which  there  is  no  evidence),  we  must  accept  the  anchor 

on  the  coins  of  the  Phrygian  Ancyra  merely  as  a  canting  devise. 

On  some  specimens  the  Zeus  of  Ancyra  with  his  anchor  stands 

facing  Hera  (PI.  ix.  6,  7). 

AFAMSIA. 

Apameia,  founded  by  Antiochus  I  (Soter),  and  named  after  his 

mother  Apama,  superseded  the  older  stronghold  and  royal  residence 

Celaenae  which  occupied  the  heights  above  it.

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Sitaate  near  the  aoarces  of  the  Maeander  and  its  tribatary 

mountain  torrents,  Marsyas,  Orgas,  and  Therma,  it  was  a  central 

point  from  which  trade-routes  radiated  in  every  direction.  The 

city  thus  became  a  commercial  junction  where  goods  arriving 

by  the  caravan-routes  from  the  east  were  packed  to  be  for- 

warded to  the  various  ports,  Ephesus,  Pergamum,  &c.^  Hence 

perhaps  the  nickname  17  /eijSayro^  'the  chest/  There  was  also  a 
tradition,  probably  Jewish,  that  the  mountain  above  the  town  was 

Ararat,  and  that  the  Ark  of  Noah  (^  icificrr6<i)  first  rested  on  the 
hill  of  Celaenae. 

The  earliest  coins  struck  at  Apameia  were  Cistophori^  which  fall 

chronologically  into  three  classes : —

On  the  cistophori  of  classea  ii.  and  iii.  the  constant  adjunct 

symbol  is  the  doable-flute  of  Marsyas. 

The  autonomous  bronze  coins  of  Apameia  (with  the  single 

exception  of  PI.  x.  1,  which  appears  to  be  earlier  than  the  rest) 

range  from  about  B.C.  133 — 48,  and  are  thus  contemporary  with  the 

Cistophori  of  classes  ii.  and  iii.    They  consist  of  four  denominations 
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distinguished  from  one  another  by  their  types,  p.  74  (PL  x.  2 — 10). 
The  largest  of  these  denominations  was  sometimes  issaed  with  the 

addition  of  an  ornamental  frame  (PI.  x.  2 — 4).  These  specimens 

were  probably  not  current  as  money,  but  may  have  been  used,  like 

the  Roman  Contorniates  of  later  times,  for  playing  some  such  game 

as  draughts  (cf.  N.C.,  1906).

After  an  interval  of  nncertain  duration  (perhaps  aboat  44  years)  ̂ 

the  coinage  of  Apameia  begins  again  in  the  reign  of  Augustus. 

The  magistrates'  names  before  Nero's  time  are  in  the  nom.  case, 
and  subsequently  in  the  genitive  with  iirl  or  irapd,  the  latter  always 

when  the  magistrate  is  a  Panegyriarch.^

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From  the  frequent  occarrence  of  the  titles  Agonothetes  and 

Panegjriarcb^  not  to  mention  those  of  Archiereus  and  Asiarch,  &c.^ 

we  may  infer  that  the  coins  were  issued  chiefly  on  the  occasions  of 

the  meeting  of  the  Panegyris,  a  great  national  festival,  perhaps 

identical  ̂ ith  the  koivov  ̂ pvyia^  specially  designated  on  Apameian 

coins  of  the  times  of  Nero,  Vespasian,  Caracalla,  and  Philip.^ 

The  only  magistrate's  title  in  the  long  list  of  Apameian  coins, 
which  appears  to  be  strictly  limited  to  the  municipality,  is  that  of 
Grammateus  on  coins  of  Caracalla. 

Among  the  more  interesting  coin-types  the  following  may  be 

noted:— MA  PC  VAC  playing  double-flute  (PI.  x.  9;  PL  xi.  9); 

MAPCVAC  seated  in  grotto  with  packing  chests,  KIBIlTOI» 

around  him  (PI.  xi.  10,  cf.  p.  xxxii.  supra).  Bust  or  figure  of  Z€VC 

K6A€N€VC  (PL  xi.  2);  Bust  of  AIONVCOC  K€AAIN€VC 

{Z.f.  K,  XV.,  PL  iii.  13);  Bust  or  figure  of  the  hero  K€AAINOC 

(PLxu4andPLxiu4,5);  OMONOIA  jBtandiDg(no.l61);  Athena 

seated  playing  the  double-flute,  her  face  reflected  in  the  waters  of  a 

fountain  :  on  a  lofty  rock  above  her  is  the  Satyr  Marsyas  in 

attitude  of  astonishment  (PL  xii.  2) ;  Aphrodite  pudica  (PI.  xi.  4)  ; 

Hekate  triformis  with  epithet  CI1T€IPA  (PL  xi.  1);  Eiver-god 

MAIANAPOC  recumbent  (PL  xi.  3). 

The  well-known  and  frequently  published  type  of  Noah's  Ark 

(no.  182)  is  probably  a  copy  of  some  painting  at  Apameia, 

delineating  the  myth  which  localized  the  resting-place  of  the 

Ark  on  the  mountain  behind  the  city.^ 

Another  type  of  great  topographical  interest  is  one  which  is 

not  represented  in  the  British  Museum  (Mion.,  iv.^  p.  236,  259). 

It  shows  the  Ephesian  goddess  standing  in   the  midst  of  four

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recumbent   River-gods  inscribed    MAI,    MAP,    OP,   and   0€P 

(Maeander,  Marsyas^  Orgas^  and  Therma),  and  supporting  on  her 

bead  a  small  temple.  The  streams  are  the  four  Apameian  rivers^ 

and  the  type  seems  to  prove  that  a  temple  to  Artemis  Ephesia  was 

erected  at  Apameia. 

In  the  French  collection  there  is  also  a  pictorial  type  which 

deserves  notice,  viz.  Mion.,  iv.,  p.  239,  270,  which  shows  Amaltheia 

or  Adrasteia  nursing  the  infant  Zeus,  surrounded  by  the  three 

Kuretes,  and  with  a  goat  at  her  feet.^ 

The  only  known  Alliance  coin  is  the  one  between  Apameia  and 

Ephesus,  struck  by  the  Panegyriarch  Pelagon  under  Philip  Senior 

(PL  li.  9). 
APPIA. 

The  town  of  Appia,  the  modern  Abia,  was  situated  on  the  north 

road  from  Acmoneia  to  Cotiaeum,  about  30  miles  from  each  of  those 

cities.  Its  territory  comprised  the  valley  of  the  upper  Tembris, 

N.E.  of  Mt.  Dindymus.  Its  earliest  coins  belong  to  the  2nd  or 

1st  cent.  B.C.  Inscr.  ATTIANAN,  Obv.  Head  of  Kybele,  Rev.  Zeus 

seated,  holding  eagle  (Imhoof,  Kl.  M,,  214).  After  the  usual 

cessation  these  are  followed  by  quasi-autonomous  and  Imperial 

coins,  struck  at  intervals  between  the  reign  of  Nero(?)  and  that  of 

Philip,  inscr.  ATTTTI ANIIN.  The  issues  would  seem  to  have  been 

only  occasional,  and  to  have  been  confined  to  the  reigns  of  Trajan^ 

Geta,  and  Philip.  The  following  magistrates'  names  are  recorded, 
with  titles  Strategos  under  Trajan,  Grammateus  under  Geta^  and

BBTTZUS. 

Brnzas  {Kara-Sandukli)  was  the  most  northerly  of  a  group  of 

five  cities  (the  Phrygian  Pentapolis)  whose  territories  occupied  the 

fertile  valley  of  the  upper  Glaucus.  The  other  four  cities  were 

Eacarpeia,  Otrus,  Hieropolis,  and  Stectorium.  Its  coinage,  quasi- 

aatonomous  and  Imperial,  appears  to  be  chiefly  limited  to  the 

period  between  S.  Severus  and  Gordian^  although  some  specimens 

may  possibly  be  as  early  as  the  reigpi  of  Hadrian.  The  magistrates'

Wadd, 

It  is  almost  certain  that  coins  were  only  struck  at  Bruzus  for 

special  religions  or  political  festivals. 

No  magistrates^  names  occur  on  subsequent  issues. 

The  chief  types  are  Poseidon  wielding  trident  (PI.  xiv.  2) ;  Zeus 

seated  before  Hera  who  grasps  him  by  the  arm  (Pi.  xiv.  4) ;  Homo- 

noia  (PI.  xiv.  5) ;  Demeter  in  serpent-car  (PI.  xiv.  6);  and  Hekate^ 

with  two  torches,  standing  on  a  globe  (PI,  xiv.  7). 

In  the  reign  of  Commodns  Bruzus  struck  an  Alliance  coin  with 

Ococleia  (Weber  Coll.).     See  Num.  Chron.,  1892,  PI.  xvi.  18. 

CADI. 

Cadi,  the  modern  Gediz,  in  the  district  of  Abba'itis  in  Western 
Phrygia,  lay  in  a  deep  hollow  hemmed  in  by  a  semicircle  of  lofty 

rocks  and  precipitous  hills  (Mt.  Dindymus),  and  was  intersected 

by  a  rapid  stream,  one  of  the  tributary  sources  of  the  upper 

Hermus.  Though  originally  a  Macedonian  colony,  it  does  not 

appear  to  have  issued  any  coins  before  Imperial  times,  with  the 

possible  exception  of  PI.  xiv.  9,  and  Imhoof,  KL  3f.,  p.  247,  no.  1, 

which  may  be  earlier.

It  woald  seem  that  the  coins  of  Cadi  were  issaed  in  the  name  of 

the  First  Archon,  who  frequently  held  oflBce  for  a  second  time 

(apx-  «'  TO  /3').  The  title  *  Archon'  does  not  occur  before  Hadrian's 

time,  but  it  is  probable  that  the  magistr^tte  called  *  Stephanephoros ' 
on  coins  of  Claudius  was^  like  his  successors,  a  First  Archon. 

The  Games  Se/Saara  6fio^a>/jna,  on  coins  of  Elagabalus  and  of 

Treb.  Gallus,  point  to  the  nnion  of  the  cult  of  the  Emperors  with 

that  of  some  other  divinity,  doubtless  in  the  same  temple.  The 

Aifyovareia  on  coins  of  Gallienus  are  probably  the  same  Festival. 

Among  the  more  noteworthy  types  are  Zeus  Laodikens  (PI.  xiv.  8, 

10,  PI.  XV.  1) ;  Artemis  Ephesia  (PI.  xv.  2,  7) ;  the  River-god 

Hermos  (PI.  xv.  4) ;  the  Capitoline  Triad  (PI.  xv.  5),  and  BACI 

A€VC     MIAAC,  Head  of  King  Midas  (Mion.,  iv.,  250,  332). 

Alliance  Coins  with  Cadi  were  struck  at  Aezanis  under  Domitian. 
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CEBSTAPA. 

Ceretapa  [Kayadiln)  in  S.  Phrygia,  on  ihe  banks  of  a  small  lake 

aboat  20  miles  S.E.  of  Golossae^  strock  a  few  Imperial  coins  in  the 

time  of  Antoninus  Pius  and  in  that  of  Caracalla,  with  the  addition 

of  the  title  AlOKAICAPeni^. 

After  the  reign  of  Severus  the  coins  are  qoasi-autonomoas,  with 

K€P€TAn€nN  only.

The  last  mentioned  coin  of  the  yoathful  Caracalla  is  inscribed 

AYT-KAI-M-AY-AN-BACCIANOC;  Bassianns  having  been 

his  original  name  until  he  was  renamed  M.  Aur.  Antoninus^  and 

Caesar  in  a.d.  196 — 7.  From  the  coin-types  it  seems  that  Herakles, 

Zeus  Laodikens^  Dionysos^  Sarapis,  Kybele^  and  Athena  were  the 

divinities  chiefly  worshipped.  Eckhel  (iii.^  157)  mentions  an 

Alliance  coin  of  Hierapolis  with  Ceretapa  (Commodus).  Inscr, 

ICPAnOAITXlN  K€P€TAn€nN  OMONOIA  Type,  He- 
rakles  resting  on  his  club.  The  only  authority  for  the  correctness 

of  this  reading  is  Vaillant  {Num,  Gr.,  p.  69). 

CIBTBA. 

Cibyra^  in  the  district  watered  by  the  upper  Indas  riyer  and  its 

tributaries  in  Southern  Phrygia^  bordering  upon  Lycia^  was  the 

chief  city  of  a  confederation  of  four  towns,  Cibyra,  Balbura,  Bubon, 

and  Oenoanda,  which  together  constituted  the  Tetrapolis  of  Cabalis. 

Silrer  tetradrachms  and  drachms  of  the  cistophoric  standard,  and 
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small  broDze  coins  were  strnck  at  Cibyra  before  the  incorporation 

of  the  city  into  the  Boman  Province  of  Asia  (circ.  B.C.  84).  These 

coins  bear  the  names,  in  the  nom.  case  usually  abbreriated^  or  in 

monograms,  of  various  officials,  who  have  been  classed  by  numis- 

matists as  Dynasts  of  the  Cibyratis,  on  the  ground  that  the  name  on 

one  of  them,  Moagetes,  is  the  same  as  that  of  two  dynasts  of 

Cibyratis.  Moagetes  I,  189  B.C.,  was  heavily  fined  for  his  hostility 

to  Rome  by  the  Consul  Cn.  Manlius  Vulso  (Polyb.,  xxii.,  17;  Liv., 

xxxviii.^  14).

We  may  also  attribnte  to  Cibyra  a  drachm  of  Alexander's  types 
coantermarked  with  a  helmeted  bust  and  the  letters  Kl — B,  which 

is  perhaps  earlier  in  date  than  any  of  the  above  silver  coins 

(Imhoof,  M.  Gr.,  396). 

Some  of  the  antonomoas  bronze  coins  are  apparently  dated, 

either  from  the  era  of  Asia  134 — 3  B.C.,  or  from  the  SuUan  era 

84  B.C.  (Imhoof,  Kl.  Jf.,  253). 

The  Imperial  and  quasi-antonomons  series  of  Cibyra  extends 

from  Augustus  to  Gallienus.  Inscr.  KIBYPATflN  or  C€B* 

KIBYPATON  in  honour  of  Augustus,  or  KAICAPCHN  KIBY 

PATXIN  in  honour  of  Tiberius.^  The  following  magistrates' 
names  occur  at  Grst  in  the  nominative  case,  occasionally  with  their 

portraits,^  and  from  Domitian  to  Severus  in  the  genitive  with  iTrl, 
and  sometimes  a  title,  apy^Lcpev^  or  ypafjtfiartv^.

CIDTSSBirS. 

Gidyessns  was  the  most  easterly  town  of  the  group  of  which 

Acmoneia  was  the  leading  city  (Acmoneia,  Siocharax,  Diocleia,  and 

Cidyessus).* 
Its  coinage  appears  to  be  limited  to  the  Imperial  period  between 

Domitian,  Sept.  Severus,  and  Philip.  The  earliest  coins  have  on

COIOSSAE. 

Golossae  was  situated  on  the  river  Lycns,  some  12  miles  above 

Laodiceia.  On  the  subterranean  course  of  this  river  at  Colossae 

see  Ath.

In  the  Weber  Coll.  is  an  autonomous  coin  of  the  2ad  or  1st 

cent.  B.C.  Obv.  Head  of  Zeus.  Eev.  KOAOZ  ZHNHN  Winged 
thunderbolt.

Cotiaeum  {Kautaya)  was  on  the  apper  Tembris,  abont  30  miles 

N.  of  Appia,  on  the  road  from  Acmoneia  to  Dorylaeum.  It  was  the 

largest  city  in  Phrygia  Salutaris,  and  its  coinage  extends  through-

We  may  infer  from  this  list  of  names  aod  titles  that  the  coins  of 

Cotiaeam  were  issued  by  authority  of  the  chief  magistrate  or  First 

ArchoUy  who  frequently  held  the  same  office  for  a  second  time,  and 

that  many  of  these  archons  were  further  distinguished  by  various 

titles,  which  are  often  appended  to  their  names  in  place  of  *  Arch  on,' 
understood  and  apparently  omitted  for  want  of  space  only.  These

DIOCLEIA. 

Diocleia  (Do^/iZa  according  to  Kamsay)  ,^  occupied  a  well-watered 

valley  in  the  country  of  the  Moxeani  on  the  road  from  Acmoneia  to 

Eucarpeia. 

The  only  known  coins  are  of  Elagabalns.  Types^  Apollo  (PI. 

xxii.  7),  and  Demeter  (Z.  f.  N,^  xvi.,  8).  The  obverses  of  these  two 

coins  are  apparently  from  the  same  die.  They  are  without  a 

magistrate's  name. 

SIOHTSOPOLIS. 

Dionysopolis  occupied  a  fertile  district  on  the  S.  bank  of  the 

upper  Maeander,  by  which  its  territory  was  separated  from  the 

KOivov  of  the  Hyrgaleis.'  According  to  Steph.  6yz.  it  was  founded 

by  Eamenes  II  (b.c.  197—159),  and  Attains  II  (b.c.  159—138)  of 

Pergamum,  on  the  spot  where  a  ̂oavov  of  Dionysos  had  been  found.

the  stream  called  Doureios^  an  afflaent  of  the  river  Caystros,  about 

20  miles  N.B.  of  Prymnessns  on  the  road  leading  to  Amoriam. 

It  was  a  Macedonian  colony,  and  was  perhaps  named  after 

Dokimos,  the  general  who  surrendered  Synnada  to  Lysimachus, 

B.C.  302.

EUCAEPEIA. 

Eucarpeia  {Emir  Hissar)^  was  the  most  important  of  the  five 

cities  (the  so-called  Phrygian  Pentapolis)  which  occupied  the 

fertile  valley  of  the  upper  Glaucus  and  its  tributary  streams.  The 

other  four  cities  were  Brazus,  Otrus,  Hieropolis,  and  Stectorium. 

Its  coinage,  Imperial  from  Augustus,  and  quasi -autonomous 

(Hadrian  to  Severus  or  later),  extends  down  to  the  reign  of 

Volusian.

EUXBHSIA. 

Enmeneia  (Jsheldi)  was  founded  by  Attains  II  of  Pergamum 

(159 — 138  B.C.),  probably  as  a  counterpoise  to  the  neighbouring 

Peltae,  which  was  a  Seleucid  stronghold.  He  named  it  after  his 

brother  Eumenes.  The  territory  of  Eumeneia  consisted  of  the  rich 

plain  between  the  lower  Glaacus  and  its  junction  with  the  upper 

Maeander.  In  this  plain  there  once  stood,  at  Attanassos,  the 

Hieron  of  one  of  the  native  Phrygian  gods.^ 
The  earliest  coins  of  Eumeneia  are  autonomous  bronze  of  the 

2nd  century  b.c.  (PL  xxvii.  1 — 3).

The  Imperial  coinage  of  Eameneia  extends  from  Tiberius  to 

Gallienus^  and  there  are  quasi-autonomous  issues^  most  of  which 
seem  to  date  from  about  the  time  of  Severus.

Leto  the  Mother, 

ApoUo-Helios-Lairbenos,  and  other  ancient  Phrygian  divinities^ 

were  chiefly  honoured  at  Hierapolis.

Though  Hierapolis  continued  to  strike  coins  at  intervals  during 

the  next  century  and  a  half  (Trajan — ^Valerian),  none  of  them  bear 

magistrates'  names. 

Many  of  them  are  quasi-autonomous,  and  from  the  time  of 

Caracalla  N€IlKOPXlN  is  occasionally  added  to  the  inscription. 

The  chief  types  before  Trajan's  time  are : — Lyre ;  Tripod ;  Apollo 
Kitharoedos;  Double-axe  surmounted  by  head  of  Helios  [Lair- 

benos],  and  with  serpent  round  handle  (PI.  xxxi.  7);  Rider-god 

with  double-axe  (PL  xxxi.  9) ;  Zeus  Laodikeus  (PI.  xxxi.  10) ;  Temple 

of  the  Augustan  cult,  inscr.  TEN  El  ZEBAZTXIN  (Pl.xxix.4),  &c. 

After  Trajan's  time  the  types  are  more  numerous :  among  them 

are  Athena  and  Hermes  face  to  face  (PI.  xxxi.  14) ;  MOH'OC  and 

TOPPHBOC,  the  Prophet  and  the  Priest,  the  former  with  the  bow 

and  laurel-branch  of  the  god  Apollo,  the  latter  holding  a  cultus- 

image  of  the  Phrygian  goddess,  and  leaning  on  a  lyre*  (PL  xxix.  9); 
Two  cloaked  figures,  each  with  spear,  sacrificing  before  lighted 

altar   (cf.  similar   type   at   Dorylaeum,  PL  xxv.  7),  (PL  xxxii.  2);

The  Games  mentioned  on  coins  of  Hierapolis  are:  AKTIA, 

AKTIA  nVOIA,  AHTXICIA  nveiA,  n  and  €  (each  letter  in 

a  wreath)  for  TTVeiA  and  €*€CIA(f),  and  n  and  O  for  nVSIA 

and  OAYMniA,*  or  n  and  X,  or  XPVCAN.  and  nVSI,  for 
TTVOI A  and  XPVCANOCIA,  on  alliance  coins  with  Sardes. 

Alliance  Coins  were  strnck  at  Hierapolis  apparently  on  five 

distinct  occasions: — 

(i.)  Under  Hadrian;  with  Laodiceia,  and  reciprocally  at  Lao- 

diceia  with  Hierapolis  (see  Laodiceia). 

(ii.)  Under  M.  Aurelius,  Verus,  and  Faustina;  with  Cibyra 

(coins  struck  there),  Ephesus,  and  Synnada. 

(til.)   Under  Commodus ;   with  Ephesus,  Sardes,  and  Aphrodisias. 

(ir.)  Under  the  Philips;  with  Ephesus,  Smyrna,  Sardes,  Per- 

gamum,  and  Cyzicus. 

(v.)  Under  Valerian ;  with  Ephesus  and  Smyrna.

Hieropolis  {Koch-hissar)  was  the  old  religious  centre  of  the 

Glancas  valley,  of  which  Eacarpeia  was  the  commercial  capital. 

Daring  nearly  the  whole  of  the  first  century  a.d.  Eacarpeia  seems 

to  have  provided  the  necessary  currency  for  the  whole  valley. 

Hieropolis  struck  coins  at  intervals  between  the  reign  of  Nerva 

and  Elagabalus.  The  inscription  is  always  l€ POTTO A6ITX1N 

(Dover  l€PAnOA€ITnN). 

The  only  personal  name  which  is  recorded  is  that  of  CI.  PoUio, 
an  Asiarch  in  the  time  of  M.  Aurelius.

The  most  characteristic  coin-types  are  Zeus  Bronton  (PI.  xxxii.  8), 

and  Hades  Sarapis,  seated,  with  Isis  standing  before  him  (PI. 

xxxii.  10).  On  small  coins  we  may  also  note  the  same  astronomical 

type  (Taurus  and  Gemini  ?,  PI.  xxxii.  5),  which  occurs  at  Eucarpeia, 

Stectorium,  and  Peltae.  The  quasi-autonomous  coins  bear  busts  of 
Helios,  Herakles,  &c. 

HYDSELA. 

Hydrela  is  placed  by  Bamsay^  on  the  left  bank  of  the  Maeander, 

opposite  Tripolis,  which  stood  on  the  right  bank.

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The  terrifeory  of  the  Hydrelitae  comprised  the  lower  plain  of  the 

Lycos,  inclading  originally  Hierapolis,  which,  however,  gradually 

rose  to  be  tlie  religious  centre  of  the  district,  while  Hydrela  sank 

into  the  position  of  a  city  of  minor  importance. 

The  earliest  coins  of  Hydrela  date  from  the  1st  cent.  B.C.,  Obv.

The  types  of  the  coins  of  Hydrela  are,  for  the  most  part,  similar 

to  those  prevalent  at  other  Phrygian  towns,  MSn  on  horse; 

Hermes ;  Dionysos ;  Apollo  KitharoeQos ;  and  the  Gapitoline  Triad 

(Zeus,  Hera,  and  Athena,  Pi.  xxxiii.  2). 

Among  the  busts  on  the  quasi-autonomons  issues  are  those  of 

Athena,  Sarapis,  and  AHMOC,  some  of  which  seem  to  be  con- 

siderably later  than  Hadrian's  time. 

HTBGALEIS. 

The  Hyrgaleis  occupied  part  of  the  modern  Chal-ova  in  the  bend 

of  the  upper  Maeander,  between  the  territory  of  Dionysopolis  on 

the  west  and  the  plain  of  Peltae  on  the  east. 

The  townships  of  the  Hyrgalean  Plain  formed  a  single  federation 

or  Koivov.  There  are  several  ancient  sites  in  the  plain,  and  the 

exact  place  of  mintage  is  uncertain.  A  coin  of  Domna  mentioned 

by  Bamsay  (0.  and  B,,  129)  bears  the  inscription  YPrAACflN 

OMONOIA  (=icoti;6i/). 

Coins,  quasi-autonomous  and  Imperial,  were  occasionally  issued 
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here  daring  the  latter  part  of  the  2 ad  and  the  earlier  part  of  the 

3rd  cent.  a.d.  (Ant.  Pius  to  Ser.  Alexander).

The  remaining  coins  are  without  magistrates'  names,  but  they 
are  dated  and  were  all  issued  in  the  same  year,  1  T^  =  306  from 

the  Lydo-Phrygian  or  Sullan  Era  85 — 84  B.C.,  corresponding  with 

222  A.D.,  the  year  in  which  Severus  Alexander  became  emperor. 

They  are  for  the  most  part  quasi-autonomous,  with  heads  of 

SynkletoB,  Boule,  &c. 

In  this  same  year  dated  coins  were  also  struck  at  the  neighbour- 

ing Dionysopolis  with  TO  =70  from  an  era  starting  from  152 — 3 
A.D. ;  cf.  the  coins  of  Laodiceia  with  the  dates  FIH  and  PH=88 

and  108  from  an  era  starting  from  123 — 4  a.d.  It  is  probable 

therefore  that  Games  were  held  at  Laodiceia  in  211 — 12,  at  Diony- 

sopolis  and  by  the  Hyrgaleis  in  221 — 2,  and  again  at  Laodiceia 

in  231 — 2,  and  that  special  issues  of  money  were  required  for  the 

same  decennial  festival,  at  one  city  or  another,  every  ten  years. 

The  chief  types  of  the  Hyrgalean  coins  are  the  Rider-god  with 

double-axe  and  hound  (Z,f,  N.,  xvii.,  22) ;  Zeus  Laodikeus ;  Apollo 

and  Artemis  face  to  face  (PI.  xxxiii.

xxxiii.  4),  and  Kybele  enthroned  (PI.  xxxiii.  5);  River-god  MAI  AN

JULIA  (IFSUS). 

Ipsus  was  an   old   Phrygian   town   probably   near   the   modern 

Ishakli^  at  the  foot  of  the  N.E.  extremity  of  the  range  of  mountains

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now  called  Sultan  Dagh.  It  received  the  name  Julia  in  early 

Imperial  times.  It  was  a  station  on  the  important  trade-route 

from  the  west  through  Phrygia  to  Iconium  and  the  east,  and  stood 

about  midway  between  the  modern  Afiun  Karor-hissar  and  Ak- 

Shehr,  The  name  of  Ipsus  was  famous  for  the  great  battle  in 

which  Seleucns  and  Lysimachus  defeated  Antigonns  and  his  son 
Demetrius  in  301  B.C.

It  is  curious  that  no  coins  should  be  known  of  Julia  during  the 

long  interval  between  the  time  of  Nero  and  that  of  Aemilian.  The 

chief  types  are  figured  on  PI.  xxxiii. 

LAODICEIA. 

Laodiceia  ad  Lycnm  was  a  Seleucid  stronghold  founded  by 

Antiochus  II  (261 — 246  b.c.),  and  named  after  his  wife  Laodice. 

There  had  been  an  older  city  on  the  same  site  called  Diospolis  or 

Kboas.  The  territory  of  Laodiceia  included  a  great  part  of  the 

Lycua  valley,  and  was  bounded  by  the  two  streams  Lykos  and 

KaproB^  which  are  personified  on  its  coins  as  Wolf  and  Boar. 
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The  earliest  coins  of  Laodiceia  were  Cistophari,  which  fall 

chronologically  into  three  classes : —

The  aatonomons  bronze  coins  of  Laodiceia,  which  mnst  be  con- 

temporary with  the  Cistophori,  are  without  magistrates'  names. 

The  types  chiefly  point  to  the  worship  of  a  goddess  of  the  Aphro- 

dite type  (PI.  zxxiv.  1 — 8).  The  head  of  this  goddess  on  some 

specimens  (PI.  xxxiv.  7)  is  so  little  like  an  ideal  conception  that  I 

am  tempted  to  call  it  a  traditional  portrait  of  Queen  Laodice,  from 
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whom  the  city  took  its  name,  and  upon  whom  Antiochns  conferred 

divine  honours,  directing  that  High-Priestesses  for  her  special  cult 

should  be  appointed  in  various  parts  of  his  kingdom.^ 

The  latest  autonomous  coind,  which  seem  to  belong  to  about  the 

middle  of  the  1st  cent.  B.C.,  bear  the  monogram  CK(='-Ea»t.(?)*

In  tbe  reign  of  Comraodus  Laodiceia  was  made  a  Neokorate  city, 

andy  by  a  decree  of  the  Senate  at  a  later  date,  the  name  of 

Antoninas  (Elagabalus)  was  associated  with  that  of  Commodas : 

'  P.  Claudius  Attains,  High  Priest,  was  a  citizen  both  of  Laodiceia  and  Smyrna, 
in  which  lattfr  city  he  was  honoured  with  the  title  o-o^ior^t.  The  coins  struck  in

CYNKAHTOV. 

Daring  the  reign  of  Sept.  Severus,  193 — 211  a.d.,  it  is  doubtful 

whether  any  coins  were  issued  in  his  name  at  Laodiceia.  On  the 

other  hand,  the  Laodicean  coins  of  Caraoalla's  time  are  plentiful , 
though  probably  they  were  all  struck  on  the  occasion  of  some 

great  Festival.  Most  of  them  bear  the  date  irnH=year  88,  which, 

reckoned  from  an  era  starting  in  123 — 4  a.d.,  yields  211 — 12  as  a 

Festival  year  at  Laodiceia.  Just  10  years  later,  this,  or  a  similar, 

Festival  was  celebrated  at  Dionysopolis  and  by  the  Hyrgaleis,  as 

their  dated  coins  seem  to  prove,  and  again  20  years  later,  once 

more  at  Laodiceia,  if  the  countermark  pj  on  Laodicean  coins 

of  Elagabalus  and  Severus  Alexander  stands  for  the  date  108 

(=231 — 2  A.D.).     See  above,  pp.  Iv.  and  Ixxii.

A  general  examination  of  the  abore  list  of  the  Laodicean  coins 

of  Imperial  times  leads  me  to  infer  that  they  are  all  dedicatory 

issues,  or,  in  other  words.  Festival  coins,  and  that  it  is  even  probable 

that  no  coins  whatever  were  struck  in  the  intervals  between 

Festival  and  Festival ;  hence  perhaps  the  break  during  the  reign 

of  S.  Severus.

As  Ramsay  remarks  {C,  and  B,,  55)  "  the  Kocvov  held  its  f  esti\ral 
according  to  some  unknown  system  of  rotation  in  a  small  number 

of  the  principal  cities  of  the  province/'  and  it  is  probable  that  the 
coins  which  were  dedicated  by  the  Asiarch  Aelius  Pigres  may  have 

been  issued  for  a  festival  of  the  Koivov  *Aaia^,  while  the  coins 
dated  88  and  108  may  have  been  struck  for  one  of  the  other  great 

festivals,  ̂ Amtoveivia  KofioBeia,  for  instance. 

The  types  on  the  Laodiceian  coins  in  Imperial  times  are  nn- 

nsnally  numerous.  The  more  important  among  them  have  been 

discussed  by  Ramsay  {C,  and  B.,  passim).  Detailed  descriptions 

are  given  in  the  text.  A  brief  mention  of  some  of  them  is  there- 

fore all  that  is  here  required  : — Altar  of  Isis  (Pi.  xxxiv.  15) ;  Zeus 

Laodikens  (PI.  xxxv.

LEoirirA. 

Leonna  or  Leonnaea  is  conjecturally  placed  by  Ramsay^  at 

Eissar,  5  miles  N.  of  Sebaste  in  the  plain  of  the  Sindros  (Banaz- 
Ova),  W.  of  the  Burgas  Dagh. 

The  only  coin  at  present  known  of  this  place  belongs  apparently 

to  the  2nd  cent.  b.c.,  and  is  figured  by  Imboof  {ICl.  3/.,  PI.  ix.  7) : — 
Obv.  Turreted  female  head;  Eev,  AEONNAITflN  Lion  seated 

on  spear-head,  holding  broken  shaft  of  spear  in  raised  1.  fore-paw. 

The  seated  lion  occurs  also  on  contemporary  coins  of  Peltae. 

LT8IA8. 

Lysiap,  according  to  Bamsay^  and  Anderson,'  was  a  city  pro- 
bably founded  by  a  general  of  Selencus  or  Antiochus  the  Great, 

and  named  after  himself;  it  lay  on  the  great  trade-route  from 

Apameia,  in  a  N.E.  direction  to  the  Paroreios,  in  the  plain  called 

Oinan-ova,  some  6  miles  W.  of  the  head  of  Lake  Limnae  {Hairan 

Got)  and  15  miles  N.E.  of  Metropolis. 

The  only  known  coins  belong  to  the  reigns  of  M.  Aurelius,  Cora- 

modus,  and  Gordian.     Only  one  magistrate's  name  is  recorded : —

XBTBOFOLIB. 

There  were  two  cities  called  Metropolis  in  Phrygia  and  one  in 

Ionia,  and  it  is  diCBcuIt  to  distinguish  between  their  coins. 

To  the  northern  Metropolis  in  the  Cayster  valley,  E.  of  Prym- 

nessus,  no  coins  can  be  certainly  attributed,  and  the  only  ones  that 

clearly  belong  to  the  southern  Metropolis^  in  the  Chal  Ova,  on  the 
great  eastern  highway  from  Apameia  to  Phrygia  Paroreios,  seem  to 

have  been,  issued  for  some  special  Festival  held  there  between  249 
and  251  a.d.

Midaeum  was  situated  in  the  extreme  N.  of  Phrygia  on  the 

River  Tembris  or  Tembros,  about  18  miles  E.  of  Dorylaeum  on  the 

road  to  Pessinus  in  Galatia.  Its  traditional  founder  was  King 

Midas.2 

In  Imperial  times  (Augustus  to  Philip)  coins  were  struck  at 

Midaeum,  not  continuously,  but  only  on  special  occasions.

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HACOLEIA. 

Nacoleia,  now  the  desolate  village  of  Sidi-el-Ghazi,  was  in 

Roman  times  a  flonrishing  town  situated  on  the  river  Parthenius, 

an  afflaent  of  the  upper  Sangarius  some  40  miles  S.  of  Dorylaeum. 

It  was  once  encompassed  by  forest  land,  but  the  country  is  now 

bare  and  arid.  It  strack  coins  occasionally  between  the  reigns  of 

Titus  and  Gordian. 

There  are  no  personal  names  on  any  of  the  specimens  in  the 

British   Museum,  and  the  only  one  hitherto  published  which  is, 

perhaps,  correctly  read  is  the  following : —

Ococleia  is  conjecturally  placed  by  Bamsay'  near  Metropolis  in 

the  Chal'Ova,  at  the  modern  Tatarli,  and  Imhoof  {KL  M.,  280) 
notes  that  the  obv,  die  of  one  of  its  coins  is  identical  with  that  of 

a  coin  of  the  neighbouring  Lysias. 

It  appears  to  have  issued  coins  on  two  occasions  only ;  once  in 

the  time  of  Commodus,  and  once  again  in  the  reign  of  Gordian : —

Otrus  was  one  of  the  five  cities  of  the  Eucarpitic  plain  in  central 

Pbrygia.  It  seems  to  have  been  situated  midway  between  Eu- 

carpeia  and  Hieropolis.

PALASOBEUBOS. 

Palaeobendos  (Beudns  vetas)  seems  to  have  been  sitaated  near 

the  N.  end  of  the  Synnadic  plain,  some  8  miles  N.  of  Sjnnada.  It 

appears  to  have  struck  a  few  coins  in  the  reign  of  Hadrian,  doubt- 

less on  some  special  occasion.  The  inscr.  is  TTAAAIOBCYAH 

NAN.  No  personal  names  occur.  The  types  are  standing  figures 

of  Apollo,  Men  or  Demeter  (PI.  xl.  8). 

PSLTAX. 

Peltae  was  a  Macedonian  colony  in  the  plain  between  Lunda  and 

Eameneia^  one  of  the  cities  in  Pbrygia  which  coined  money  in  the 

2nd  cent.^  though  probably  not  much,  if  at  all^  earlier  than  133  B.C. 

Its  autonomous  coins  (Pi.  xli.  1,  2)  are  contemporary  with  those  of 

Laodiceia,  Apameia^  and  Cibyra.  They  record  various  magistrates' 
names  in  monogram  (Imhoof,  Kl,  M,,  282  f.)  in  addition  to  the

Philomelium,  the  modern  Ak-Sheher,  in  the  plain  of  Phrygia 

Paroreios,  separated  from  central  Phrygia  by  the  long  and  lofty 

range  of  the  Sultan  Dag\  was  probably  a  Pergamenian  outpost  on 

the  high  road  to  Iconiam.  A  stream  called  the  Gallos  flowed 

through  the  town  northwards,  towards  the  Lake  of  the  Forty 

Martyrs  some  8  miles  N. 

Philomelium  struck  autonomous  bronze  coins  in  the  2nd  cent.  B.C., 

or  perhaps  rather  later.*  The  bust  of  Men  on  PI.  xli.  11  bears  a 
striking  resemblance  to  that  on  some  coins  of  Antioch  in  Pisidia

The 

influence  of  the  great  sanctaary  of  MSn  ̂ 'Aicpaio^  or  *A<rKarjv6<:  at 
this  Antioch  would  seem  therefore  to  have  extended  across  the 

mountains.  Somewhat  later,  perhaps,  are  the  coins  with  the  bust  of 

Nike  (PI.  xli.  12),  which  Imhoof^  thinks  may  have  been  copied 
from  the  denarii  of  L.  Valerius  Flaccus  (ob.  86  b.c.)-

Some  of  tlie  coins  of  Fhilomelium  strack  in  the  reigns  of  Sev. 

Alexander,  Philip,  and  Trajan  Decius,  differ  remarkably  both  in 

size  and  fabric  from  all  the  rest,  and  are  distinguished  bj  the 

addition  of  the  Latin  letters  S-  P.  Q-  R. 

As  these  exceptional  pieces  are  of  about  the  same  size  as  the 

contemporary  Roman  sestertii,  it  is  possible  that  they  may  have 

been  issued  under  Roman  sanction,  and  that  they  may  have 

been  the  only  Philomelian  coins  recognised  by  the  Roman  govern- 

ment as  legally  equivalent  to  the  Roman  sestertius. 
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The  chief  types  of  the  Imperial  coins  of  Philomeliam  are: — 

Zeus  enthroned;  Dionysos  standing;  River-god  PAAAOC;  Athena 

Nikephoros  with  serpent  before  her ;  Emperor  on  galloping  horse ; 

Circular  shrine  containing  the  statue  of  a  goddess ;  and  hexastyle 

temple  containing  a  serpent  with  inscr.  ACKAHTTIOC  in  exergue 

(Z./.  A^.,  xvii.,  22). 
PBTMHSSSUS. 

Prymnessus,  the  modern  Seulun,  near  AJlun  Kara-Eissary  was 

situated  on,  a  small  affluent  of  the  Cayster  some  15  miles  N.  of 

Synnada,^  on  the  road  from  that  city  to  Docimeium  and  Araorium. 

The  position  of  this  town,  at  a  point  where  much  frequented  trade- 
routes  from  south  to  north  and  from  east  to  west  met  and  crossed 

one  another^  must  have  made  Prymnessus  a  comfnercial  rather 

than  a  religious  centre  of  activity^  and  its  prevailing  coin-type^ 

Dikaiosyne  with  her  pair  of  scales  (the  Roman  Aeqnitas),  is 

especially  appropriate  to  an  exchange  mart  such  as  this  city  must 
have  been  in  Roman  times. 

The  earliest  coins  of  Prymnessus  are  autonomous  of  the  1st 

cent.  B.c.^  with  much  abbreviated  names  Ne.  and  '£/>.  in  the  field 
(PL  xlii.  5). 

Its  subsequent  issues  belong  to  the  reigns  of  Augustus,  Tiberius, 

Nero,  Titus,   Ant.   Pius,    L.   Verus,   S.    Severus,   &c.,   Pupienus,

Among  the  more  remarkable  types  are:  —  Head  of  King 

Midas  (PI.  xlii.  7,  11);  Zeus  enthroned,  holding  Nike  and  with 

eagle  at  his  feet;^  and  statue  of  Dikaiosyne  enthroned  in  temple, 

or  supported  by  two  flying  Victories,  and  with  a  pair  of  Cupids 

riding  on  Hippocamps  beneath  her  throne  (PI.  xliii.  2). 

BAKAttS. 

Sanaiis  is  placed  by  Ramsay  (C  and  B,,  i.,  230)  at  the  base  of 

the  hills  overlooking  the  northern  coast  of  the  salt  lake  Anava,  on 

the  eastern  highway  between  Laodiceia  and  Apameia. 

The  only  coin  at  present  known  of  this  town  belongs  to  the  2nd 

or  1st  cent.  B.C.  Obv.  Head  of  Apollo.  Eev.  ZANAHNUN 

Tripod  between  laurel-boughs.  Magistrate's  name  ATTOA  (Im- 
hoof.  Kl  M.,  286). 

The  territory  of  Sanaiis  may  have  been  subsequently  annexed  to 

that  of  Apameia. 

8XBA8TX. 

Sebaste,  the  modem  Sivasli,  was  the  most  important  city  on  a 

road  from  Eumeneia  northwards  to  Acmoneia.  This  road  skirted 

the  great  plain  now  called  the  Banaz  Ova,  and  ran  beneath  the 

fooL-hills  of  the  Burgas  Dagh  range.     Sivaali  is  still  a  rich  village

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fall  of  ancient  remains,  among  Tvhich  is  an  inscription  recording 

the  formation  of  a  Tepovaia.  The  plain  N.  of  Sivasli  is  still  well 

wooded,  and  is  bounded  on  the  W.  by  the  river  Banaz  Chai,  the 

ancient  Senaros,  or  rather  Sindros  as  it  is  spelt  on  a  coin  (PI.  xliii.  4). 

Coins  were  issued  at  Sebaste,  occasionally,  between  the  reigns  of 

Aagustus   and   Gordian.

An  Alliance  coin  with  Sebaste  was  struck  at  Temenothyrae  under 

Valerian. 

SIBIDUKDA. 

Sibidunda  is  placed  by  Anderson^  at  Atli-Hissar,  at  the  point 
where  the  road  from  Synnada  to  Metropolis  enters  the  hilly 

country  which  separates  the  Synnadic  from  the  Metropolitan  plain. 

The  coins  which  are  without  personal  names  belong  to  the 

century  between  M.  Aurelius  Caesar  and  Gordian  III.  The  only 

remarkable   type  is   that  figured   on   PL  xliv.  1,  Helen  standing

types  they  seem  to  be  more  nearly  allied  to  the  coins  of  Pisidia 

than  to  those  of  Phrygia,  suggests  a  doubt  whether,  when  it  struck 

coinSj  it  was  included  in  the  province  of  Asia. 

SIBLIA. 

This  town  is  placed  by  Ramsay^  in  the  plain  of  the  upper 

Maeander,  half-way  between  Apameia  and  Eumeneia.  The  coinage 

seems  to  be  limited  to  a  few  issues  under  Augustus  and  Caracalla. 

The  latter  appear  to  have  been  struck  on  the  occasion  of  some

8TSCT0BITJX. 

Stectorium  was  the  southernmost  city  of  the  Phrygian  Penta- 

polis.  Ramsay'  has  fixed  its  site  about  2  miles  N.E.  of  Mentesh, 

and  at  about  the  same  distance  W.  of  thd  road  which  runs  along 

the  valley  towards  the  N.  from  Apameia  to  the  other  four  cities  of 

the  Pentapolis,  Hieropolis,  Otrus,  Eucarpeia,  and  Bruzus. 

Fox^  has  published  an  autonomous  coin  of  Stectorium,  which 

Imhoof*  with  great  probability  assigns  to  the  1st  cent.  a.d.  The 

subsequent  issues,  quasi-autonomous  and  Imperial,  are  confined  to 

the  period  between  M.  Aurelius  and  Philip : —

The  only  type  of  local  interest  is  that  of  the  hero  Mygdon^ 

stepping  into  a  galley  (Imhoof,  Kl,  M,,  PI.  ix.  15).  .  Cf.  the 

analogous  type  at  Otrus  (p.  845).  The  figure  in  the  biga  of 

galloping  horses  {Invent.  Wadd.,  PI.  xviii.  11)  may  be  also  intended 

for  Mygdon  rather  than  Ares.  Otreus  and  Mygdon  are  mentioned 

in  Homer  (II.,  iii.,  186)  as  joint  rulers  in  Phrygia. 

STNAU8. 

This  town  was  situated  near  the  sources  of  the  river  Macestus, 

and  close  to  Ancyra  in  the  district  called  Abbai'tis  in  northern 

Phrygia.^  Its  coinage  ranges  over  a  period  of  nearly  two  hundred 

year?,  Nero — Philip,  but  it  is  probable  that  the  issues  took  place  at 

rare  intervals,  and  only  on  special  occasions.  The  personal  names

The  chief  types  are — a  naked  Apollo  as  an  archer,  evidently  a 

copy  of  a  statue  (PI.  xlv.  5,  8,  9) ;  Dionysos  standing  (PL  xlv.  6) ; 

two  Nemeses  (PI.  xlv.  7) ;  Zeus  Laodikeus ;  Artemis  Bphesia ;  and 

the  Rider-god  with  double-axe. 

STKHADA. 

Synnada  was  the  metropolis  of  an  elevated  plain  some  12  miles 

in  length  by  about  8  miles  in  width,  embosomed  in  the  hilly 

country  north-east  of  Apameia,  and  at  a  distance  of  about  60  miles 

from  that  city  by  the  route  through  the  Chal  Ova,  or  Metropolitan 

valley,  and  thence  through  the  hills  near  the  site  of  Sibidunda. 

Synnada  was  a  station  of  considerable  importance  on  this  road 

from  Apameia  to  the  north  and  east.  Cicero  on  his  journey,  as 

Proconsul,  to  his  province  of  Cilicia  rested  three  days  at  Laodiceia, 

three  at  Apameia,  and  three  again  at  Synnada.' 

The  earliest  coins  of  Synnada  are  Cistophori  of  the  class  appa- 

rently subsequent  to  133  b.c.  The  adjunct  symbol,  owl  on  amphora 

(p.  392),  is  borrowed  from  the  reverse  type  of  the  contemporary 

Athenian  tetradrachms,  and  it  is  noticeable  that  this  device  occurs

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on  bronze  coins  of  Synnada  in  Imperial  tim^es.  On  one  of  the

ZYNNAA  and  a  magistrate's  signature  EM  (Rev.  Num.^  1892, 
PI.  iii.

The  antonomoas  bronze  coins  of  Synnada,  which,  like  the 

cistophori,  are  subsequent  to  133  B.C.  and  earlier  than  Augustus, 

are  similar  in  style  and  fabric  to  the  contemporary  coins  of 

Apameia  (cf.  PI.  xlvi.  1,  2  with  PI.  x.  3—8).  They  bear  the  follow-

beasts,  or  gladiators  in  combat.  Another  interesting  type  on  late 

Imperial  coins  is  a  mountain  which  probably  represents  Mt.  Persis 

at  the  neighbouring  Docimeiam,  where  the  precious  marble  was 

quarried  which  was  known  as  '  Synnadic/  because  it  was  through 
Synnada  that  it  was  conveyed  to  Ephesus  and  exported  over  sea 

to  Italy.

Temenothyrae  {Ushak),  originally  no  doubt  a  station  on  one  of 

the  ancient  trade-routes  from  Cyme  and  Smyrna  to  the  east,  was 

situated  near  the  sources  of  the  Hippurin8(?)  in  the  highlands  to 

the  N.  of  the  great  plain  {Banaz  Ova).  Its  name  Flaviopolis  in- 
dicates that,  as  a  7rd\(9,  it  dates  from  the  time  of  one  of  the  Flavian 

emperors.^ 
The  coinage,  quasi-autonomous  and  Imperial,  ranges  from  the 

time  of  Hadrian  to  that  of  Saloninus,  and  is  plentiful. 

It  is  remarkable  that  with  a  very  few  exceptions  the  coinage  con- 

sists of  dedicatory  issues,  the  magistrates'  names  being  in  the  nom. 

-case,  with  avedrfxe,  expressed  or  understood,  and  the  ethnic  almost 

always  in  the  dative. 

The  titles  of  the  magistrates  are : — Asiarch,  under  Commodus, 

and,  from  Sept.  Sever  us  onwards,  First  Archon.  One  of  these 

under  the  Philips,  and  another  under  Valerian  and  Gallienus,  was 

also  an  Archiereus.

Among  the  types  the  following  deserve  mention: — Heads  of 

Temenos  the  Founder;  Heads  of  the  city  goddesses  Boma  and 

Flaviopolis;  Head  of  a  very  youthful  Demos  (PI.  xlvii.  9);  Heads 

of  M6n,  Herakles,  Artemis,  &c.  Beverses: — Standing  figures  of 

Dionysos;  Men ;  a  strange  four-armed  male  figure  holding  dagger, 
torch,  and  bow  (P).  xlvii.  8)  (see  p.  408,1iote);  Artemis;  Demeter; 

Hermes;  Athena,  and  others.  A  type  of  more  than  common 

interest  is  that  figured  on  PI.  xlvii.  11,  the  capture  of  Herakles  by 

Eros,  which  has  hitherto  always  been  misinterpreted  as  Herakles 

burning  the  heads  of  the  Hydra  (see  p.  410,  note).  There  is 

also  another  pictorial  type  (PI.  xlviii.  5)  showing  Herakles  in  the 

garden  of  the  Hesperides  before  the  serpent-entwined  tree,  behind 

which  stand  the  three  Hesperides  in  suppliant  attitudes ;  Herakles 

contending  with  a  River-god  (PI.  xlviii.  8) ;  Apollo  standing  at  rest.

Temenothyrae  issued  Alliance  coins  with  Sebaste  under  Valerian 

and  Gallienus,  and  about  the  same  time  Alliance  coins  with  Temeno- 

thyrae were  struck  at  Bagis  in  Lydia  (B.M.  Cat  Lydia,  p.  41). 

THEMisoirnric. 

The  city  was  originally  a  Seleucid  foundation  in  the  valley  of  the 

upper  Indus,  and  its  affluent  the  Cazanes.  It  was  a  station  on  the 

road  from  Laodiceia  southwards  to  Cibyra,  and  was  about  midway 

between  the  two.  It  was  named  after  Themison.  the  favourite  of 

Antiochus  II,  and  its  foundation  dates  from  about  251 — 246  b.c.^ 

There  are,  however,  no  coins  at  present  known  of  Themisoninm 

which  can  be  assigned  to  pre-Imperial  times.  Its  coins,  quasi- 

autonomous  and  Imperial,  seem  to  be  confined  to  a  short  period, 

perhaps  not  more  than  about  30  years,  between  the  reigns  of  Sept. 

Severus  and  the  Philips. 

No  magistrates'  names  are  recorded. 

The  chief  types  are  a  radiate  bust  of  a  sun-god  accompanied  by 

the  legend  AVK-CXIZHN  (PL  xlix.  2) ;  AVK.  has  been  thought  to 

stand  either  for  Avkio^;  or  AvKciffa^J^  Qn  the  reverses  we  meet  with 

the  River-god  KAZAN  HC;  Athena;  Asklepios  and  Hygieia;  Diony- 

sos;  Demeter  veiled  to  front,  with  torches  in  her  raised  hands  ;^  Isis; 

Herakles  standing  between  Lykabas  Sozon  (?)  beside  his  horse,  and 

Hermes/  Pausanias  (x.  32)  relates  that  the  Themisonians  set  up 

statues  of  Herakles,  Apollo,  and  Hermes,  in  a  cavern  near  their  town.

TIBEBI0P0II8. 

This  city,  in  the  district  of  Abbaitis,  between  Aezanis  and 

Aneyra,  was  probably  founded  either  by  Tiberias  or  in  his  honour. 

It  struck  quasi-autonomous  coins^  probably  in  honour  of  Tiberius^ 

with  busts  of  Livia  aud  the  Senate  face  to  face,  accompanied  by  the 

inscr.  C6BACTH  CVNKAHTOC,  AIAVMOI,  i.e.  as  Twin 

founders  of  a  temple  of  the  Augustan  worship  round  which  the 

inscr.  runs,  or  as  divinized  objects  of  worship  side  by  side  with  the 

Emperor.  Cf.  the  cultus  at  Tiberiopolis  of  the  ofio/Swfiiot  Oeol 

SeficuTToi,  probably  Tiberius  and  Livia.^  Livia,  by  a  decree  of  the 

Senate,  was  appointed,  after  the  death  of  Augustus,  Priestess  of 

his  worship,  but  she  herself  was  not  actually  divinized  until  the 

reign  of  Claudius. 

The  exact  date  of  the  coin  (PL  xliz.  6)  is  therefore  somewhat 

doubtful.     The  Imperial  issues  belong  to  the  century  and  a  half 

between   the  times   of  Trajan   and  Gordian.     The  only  personal
